Tuxedo Care Instructions
Cleaning:
All parts of the tuxedo (excluding bow tie) need to be dry-cleaned.  Use your judgment as to how often it needs to be cleaned; however, it should always be fresh.  Shirts can be washed; however, the pleats need to be pressed.

Shoes:

Gentlemen need to have black dress shoes with black calf-length socks for all performances.  No tennis shoes or ankle socks will be allowed.  

Tux Coats:

Each coat has been altered to fit each male.  Prior to each performance, the gentlemen will check-out their coat and then check it back in at the conclusion of the event.  Coats will need to be worn at all times unless otherwise specified by the directors.  Proper care of the coat will need to be taken by each male to avoid replacement fees.

Additional Information:

Tuxedo Pants – the pants are adjustable and have been hemmed to fit each male 



      (Pants should be worn at about belly button level – no lower)

Tuxedo Shirt – the shirt must be ironed and tucked in before every performance

Tuxedo Vest – the vest is adjustable and should fit comfortably 



    (Not too loose or too tight)

Bow Tie – the bow tie clips around the neck and should be adjusted to fit 


        comfortably

Studs and Cuff Links – these items will be checked out before every performance

VERY IMPORTANT:

A solid white t-shirt must be worn underneath the tux shirt!
